Photos of lines of cars trying to escape the flames are unforgettable.

David was trying to escape his own life-threatening danger. The
king, Saul, spent the last years of his life trying to kill David. David
spent years on the run.

Somehow, David found a way to live and embrace life. Instead of
running away from life, he learned to run toward God. He even
found a way to give thanks! In Psalm 52 David responds to a spy of
King Saul, who discovers David’s whereabouts. David says in Psalms
52:8-9, “But | am like a green olive tree in the house of God. | trust
in the steadfast love of God forever and ever. | will thank You
forever, because of what You have done.”

We can, without realizing it, adopt a life strategy of avoiding difficult
situations. VWe can become so careful, that we live by fear, instead
of by faith. We begin running from life and the world itself.

As we consistently give thanks to God, we give more focus to God.
As we give more focus to God, our faith increases. As our faith
increases, we can move toward life and carry the gospel of Jesus
with us.
